Question 4: 

Why is a borrower listed more than once in my cohort default rate?  

Answer:  

If a borrower has more than one loan, the borrower may be listed more than once on the loan record detail report.  However, the borrower is only counted once in the cohort default rate calculation.  If a borrower has more than one loan, subsequent loans will be marked with a usage code of “E”/  The only exception to this is if two (or more) schools merge, and the borrower has attended two (or more) schools.
