Deadlines



Scenario 1: 

A student was selected for verification and verified with a household of 4, and 2 in college.  Later, it was determined that an error had been made and the correct household size was 4 with 1 in college. The correction was submitted prior to the August 31 deadline and the student has been asked to repay the amount of the Federal Pell Grant overpaid. The student has asked for reconsideration and wants to provide documentation that the correct household size was 4 and 2 in college.

Question: 

Where can a school find the deadlines for when they can or cannot submit corrections for Pell processing?
Answer:  

The information is provided in the Federal Registers, which are posted on IFAP. They are posted in two places, under the Federal Register area or the Application Processing area. Scenario 2:

A student’s first ISIR transaction was not selected for verification and the school made the first disbursement. There was a second transaction generated for the student (the student may have made a change to their ISIR) and this time the record was flagged for verification.

Question: 

Must the school verify the record and if the EFC changes, does the school have to use the new EFC in determining eligibility and possible overawards?

Answer: 

Yes, the school must verify the record and, if the EFC changes, determine what needs to be done based on whether eligibility has increased, decreased, or remained the same. See Regulation: 668.59
