Items to be Verified



Question 1: 

If a student is selected for verification, does the school have to verify all the required items?

Answer: 

Yes, unless the application is exempt from any of the requirements due to certain unusual circumstances, such as the spouse or parents being unable to be contacted by normal means. View the exemptions in the 2002-03 FSA Handbook, AVG, pages 39-41, the 2001-02 SFA Handbook, AVG, pages 44-42, 34CFR 668.54(b).
Question2:

A dependent student is claimed on his grandparent’s taxes.  Should he include their income as parental income on the ISIR/SAR?

Answer: 

No, he should not include their income as parental income, unless the grandparents have legally adopted the student. If he is dependent, he needs to include the financial data for his parents. He would then count any support that he receives from his grandparents that is not in-kind support as untaxed income. See the 2002-03 FSA Handbook, AVG, pages 28-29 or 2001-02 SFA Handbook, AVG, page 30 for what criteria to adhere to in such cases.
